	Items You Need To Bring With You (Winter/Spring/Fall)

	Warm sleeping bag – expect variable weather and be prepared for cold waether in winter, fall and spring. “Normal” inexpensive 20 degree bag is fine + fleece liner is nice.
	

	Foam sleeping pad insulates you from the ground. Essential.
	

	Walking boots or at least strong walking shoes – certain to be wet and muddy.
	

	Class “A” Scout uniform to be worn whilest traveling.
	

	Warm clothing (layers are best and NO COTTON) especially socks (change your socks before you get into sleeping bag – keep you warmer).
	

	Hat to cover ears and gloves – biodegradable chemical hand warmers are nice if it’s really cold.
	

	Outer waterproof jacket & pants – in case of rain.
	

	Mug and bowl, knife and spoon (Lexan is best)
	

	Water container (again Lexan is best e.g. “1 liter Nalgene”)
	

	Other stuff – pillow, small towel, toothbrush etc., small flashlight, Scout handbook, medications (give to Scoutmaster with instructions)
	

	Good attitude, sense of humor, willingness to learn and pitch in.
